Everyone entering the pits must be
at least 16 years of age. All people entering the pits between the ages of 16 and 18 must have their parents present to
sign Notice of Non-Responsibility form. All will be required to show valid ID.

One service vehicle will be allowed in derby area with each derby entry. Parking will be provided for car trailers outside the
pit area.

Beer, alcoholic beverages, or drugs are not allowed in pits or parking area or in your private vehicles. Any violation of this
rule will result in being disqualified for the day’s event and loss of pit pass.
